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RULES & CONDITIONS OF PLAY
The Amundi Evian Juniors Cup 2023

The tournament will be decided by stroke play over 3 rounds of 18 holes, in accordance with the Rules of Golf as approved by REA
Rules Limited and with the local Rules approved by the Tournament Committee. There will be no cut after 2 rounds.

In the event of a tie after 3 rounds (individual category), the winner will be decided by a sudden death play-off (Holes 1/18 /1/18),
which will take place as soon as the last competitors have completed their final round. In the case of a tie for 2™ or 3 place, a
scorecard playoff (last 9, 6, 3,1) will used to settle the tie.

The Nation’s Cup will be played within the tournament as The Amundi Evian Juniors Cup is a Team Event. The three best gross
scores of four will count each day. If a team only has 3 players, all scores will be used to determine the team’s aggregate score. The
total aggregate of the 9 scores over the 3 rounds will constitute the overall team’s score.

If two or more teams tie for the Nation’s Cup, the order of finishing will be decided as follows:
Firstly, by considering the non-counting score for the final round.
If still tied, the non-counting score for the 2™ round.
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3. If still tied, the non-counting score for the 1° round.
4. If still tied, joint winners will be declared.

In case of a tie for 2" or 3" place for the team category, the same will be applied to determine the order of finishing.

A competitor shall not make use of any drug to enhance his/her performance. In this respect, we would like to draw competitors
‘attention to the prescribed list of drugs issued by every Sport’s Council, a copy which is available on request. Any competitor
infringing this Condition, or, if asked to do, refusing to take a test may be disqualified.

Team members/team coaches/accompanying people are not allowed to smoke on the course.

No slopped rangefinders will be allowed during the entirety of the competition rounds. Slope maybe be used during practice rounds.
Electric trolleys will not be able to be used during competition rounds. Manual trolleys will be at the caddy master at the player’s
disposal.

TEAM COACHES

Each team will have the possibility to travel with two coaches.

Team Coaches may or may not be professional golfers.

Note: Only the Team Coaches may offer advice on the course (Team Coaches aren’t allowed on putting surfaces). Please refer
below for caddying permissions.

If someone else (other than team partner or team coaches) is standing next to a player or giving advice, any infringement to
those conditions will be sanctioned by:

- First infringement: Player warning
- Second infringement: 2 strokes penalty
- Third infringement: Disqualification (DSQ)

If advice is given by someone who is not a team coach or team partner, the player should take action to stop this irregular
behavior.

If he does not do so, please refer to the sanctions mentioned above.

CADDIES

Only Team Coaches and fellow competitors (team partners) are allowed to caddy.
Team Partners caddying are allowed on the putting surfaces.

Team Coaches caddying are not allowed on the putting surfaces.
ACCOMPANYING

The people accompanying the players and teams will be allowed to spectate.

However, they will not be allowed to stay within talking distance from the players. They will not be allowed on the tee areas,
greens, and fairways. Accompanying people must try to stay on the golf course paths at all time.

Any infringement to those conditions will be sanctioned as explained above.

PRIZES

The winner of the tournament in each category (nations, girls, boys) shall be for the period of one year The Amundi Evian Juniors
Cup Winner.

* The winner in each category and those finishing second and third will receive Mementos offered by the tournament committee.

e The three best teams in the Nation’s Cup will receive Mementos offered by the tournament committee

¢ The Amundi Evian Juniors Cup Trophies will remain at The Evian Resort Golf Club.
