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1. SUPPLEMENTARY RULES OF PLAY

OUT OF BOUNDS (Rule 18.2):
Beyond any wall, fence white line or white stake defining the boundary of the course.When lines and stakes are used,
lines define the OB and stakes show the OB but are boundary objects.

Gates attached to boundary object (fences) are integral objects (no relief allowed).
The road crossing hole 2 is out of bounds.

ABNORMAL COURSE CONDITION (Rule 16.1): NO PLAY ZONE.

e The nursery green on the right of #hole 7, defined by a blue line.
o All flower beds.
o  Free relief MUST be taken for interference by the no play zones under Rule 16.1f.

IMMOVABLE OBSTRUCTIONS (Rule 16.1):

e Any area of “bare earth” (without grass) tied into artificially surfaced roads or paths is deemed to be an extension
of the obstruction.
e  All advertising boards.

DROPPING ZONES For Penalty Areas - Hole #16

If a ball is in the penalty area, including when it is known or virtually certain that a ball that has not been found came to
rest in the penalty area on hole #16, the player has these relief options, each for one penalty stroke:

e Take relief under Rule 17.1, or

e As an extra option, drop the original ball or another ball in the dropping zone. The dropping zone is a relief area
under Rule 14.3.

LOCATIONS: #16 — On the right of the green.

PREFFERED LIES for the first round only: When any part of a ball touches short cut area the ball may be relief cleaned
and placed at less than one scorecard length.

PRACTICE (Rule 5.2):
A player must not practice on the competition course before or between rounds.
