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GOLF DE SAINT GERMAIN 
BRIEF HISTORY

The early years

TheoriginsbeganwithMr de laLombardière,oneof the few Frenchpeoplewhoplayed
golf at that time. He andhis friend,GeorgesDurand,formed a partnershipwith Louis
Trouvetto createthe ErmitageGolfClub,at PortMarly.
Theclubhadonlynineholes.Thefarm,whichwasusedasthe clubhouse,wasinaflood
risk area. By 1920 the number of members had grown to about 150, for which the
existingfacilitywastoo small,so 52 hectareswere bought in Saint-Germainandthus
Saint-GermainGolfClub,asweknowit today,wasborn.
In December1920, GeorgesDurandbrought in HarryColt to overseethe designand
constructionof the course.
P|y¢÷¡ambitionwasto createa courseof differingholesin the middleof the forest.He
createdanartificiallandscapewithmoundsfor bunkersandafewelevatedgreens.
He favouredstrategyover punishmentand made sure that it was a test for a good
playerwhilegivingencouragementto lesstalentedplayers.
In 1921, the clubhouseat Marlywas dismantled,transported to SaintGermain,and
reconstructed.
The officialopeningtook placeon 15 January1922. HarryP|y¢÷¡originaldesignwas
shorterandquitedifferentfrom the coursethat isplayedtoday.
A few yearslater the Clubwasableto purchasean additional20 hectaresandHarry
Colt wasreappointedto re-designthe courseandalsocreatea 9-holecoursecalled
the ParcoursdeGenêts. Thisisthe basisof theclubtoday.

The modern era

Sinceits creationthe coursehasbeenconsistentlyupgradedwith newmachineryand
technologymakingsignificantimprovements. Overthe last few decades,agarageand
repairroom,acaddielodgehavebeenbuilt,andagolfschoolhavebeencreated.
In 2002 a new short gamepracticeareawas created,includingtwo greensand four
bunkersfor puttingandchipping.
Saint-Germainhasrecentlymadeit into the top 20 of GolfWorld'stop 100 coursesin
ContinentalEuropeandistalkedaboutbymanyinthe knowasarealhiddengem.
Theclub hashosted the FrenchOpenninetimes and the last winnerherewasSeve
Ballesterosin 1985, when he shot a course record 62 (tied by a member Thomas
Perrotin2019).
Thefirst WorldAmateurTeamChampionshipfor womenwasheldover the coursein
1964,whenthe FrenchTeamlifted theprestigiousEspiritoSantoTrophy.
Regularly,the Clubhasorganizedmanyamateurandprofessionaltournamentssuchas
the HennessyCup,the Ford Trophy,the EuropeanLadies'TeamChampionship,and
numerousFrenchchampionships.
